Installation

Mission 778CDT o�ers one Coaxial and one Optical SPDIF output. Connect a suitable Digital 

Coaxial interconnect or Optical cable from the appropriate SPDIF output of the 778CDT to the 

input of a DAC or digital input on your chosen amplifier or pre-amplifier.

Digital Signal Outputs

The power switch is on the rear panel. Before connecting the Mission 778CDT to the AC mains 

supply, check and make sure the voltage marked on the back matches your supply voltage.

Mission 778CDT has a USB-A port that supports USB HDD function and firmware update.

Switching On and Off

The Mission 778CDT should be switched on before the amplification stage in your system. When switching o� 

your system, turn o� the amplifier stage before switching o� the 778CDT

Standby Mode

The Mission 778CDT will be in standby mode after initial power-on. Press the standby button on the unit or the 

remote control to activate the 778CDT. The power indicator LED will become brighter, and the display will show 

the ‘MISSION’ welcome screen as the unit enters operational mode.

Random Play

Press the     button on the remote handset to activate random playback mode. The     icon will show on the 

display.

Source Select

Press the button      on front panel or use the source       or        buttons on the remote control to select the 

di�erent source options.

Programming Play

You can set a programmed playback order for CD tracks on the 778CDT. The Programming mode is only 

accessible while playback is in ‘stop’ mode ie. The CD is not playing or paused. To enter the Programming mode, 

press the ‘PROG’ button on the remote controller. Enter the first track that you would like to play by entering the 

tracking number using the number pad on the remote. Press 'STORE' to save the chosen track in position (1). 

Enter the next track number using the number pad, and press 'STORE' to save in position (2), and so on.

Once you have populated your track list, scroll left and right using the         and         buttons on the remote control 

to select the track you would like to start playing from. For example, to play from the beginning of your 

programmed list, scroll left to the first stored track.
